EXERCISE HEARTBEAT 2011

Exercise Heartbeat 2011 is a ground deployment exercise involving Safety and Security Watch Groups (SSWGs) and Home Team agencies. Since the introduction of the SSWG framework, Home Team agencies such as SPF and SCDF have been forging a close partnership with the SSWG members in looking at joint response plans for varying situations relating to terrorism and crime. Initiatives such as Project Guardian and Corporate First Responders were introduced to better prepare the SSWG members in dealing with potential crisis.
This is the third year of Exercise Heartbeat which mainly focuses on safety and security threats targeted at Singapore’s Financial District. The aim of the exercise is to enhance the safety and security preparedness of the community through exercising the collaboration and responses against terror threats. Through the exercise, another objective is to raise the awareness of evolving terror threats in the region such as swarm attack and vehicular borne improvised explosive device.
This year, we see a total of 7 SSWG members namely, Marina Bay Sands, Marina Bay Financial Centre, DBS Building, CPF Robinson Building, Capital Tower, One George Street and Singapore Conference Hall participating in the exercise. The exercise will be held on 31st October 2011 which entails 3 consecutive terror attack scenarios. The first scenario involves a simulated swarm attack at Sands Expo & Convention Center, while the second scenario involves a simulated vehicle explosion at Marina Bay Financial Centre. The final scenario will take place at 5 SSWG buildings where suspicious parcels will be detected by Project Guardian trained security officers and physical evacuation of the buildings will be carried out. 
Mr Hri Kumar, Member of Parliament for Bishan-Toa Payoh GRC and Government Parliamentary Committee Chairman for Home Affairs and Law will be the special guest for the event. The exercise will be also be attended by Key Home Team officers, key SSWG members. Local media will be invited to attend the event.
